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Rules For Eligibility For Members Only Scholarships

Applicant must be a citizen of the United States or have permanent resident status.

Applicants must be a dependent of an employee or dependant of the owner of an LCBA member firm, or
themselves be an employee of an LCBA member firm. _

Recipient must maintain a minimum 2.5 grade point average (on a 4.0 grade point scale) in his or her major
field of study. A transcript of grades must be submitted with each application.

Recipient must be enrolled at least one-half time in an educational institution, which normally maintains a
regular facility and curriculum and normally has a regularly enrolled body of students in attendance at the
place where its educational activities are conducted.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE

Applications must be returned by Monday, April 2, 2012, accompanied by an essay on the topic of:

All essays shall be limited to a minimum of 100 words and a maximum of 500 words.

A total of up to $1,000 in scholarships will be awarded.
The winning entries will be determined by review of the Lebanon County Builders Association Education
